Also remember before heading north, it is extremely important that all exterior items be safely stored inside while you are away. This includes lanai furniture and accessories, wall plaques, lawn ornaments, plant pots, bird feeders, hoses, gardening tools, and any other items that may blow around in wind storm conditions. Domestic water should be shut off at the outside valve and the water heater unplugged. Electric service should be left on and air conditioning set to prevent mold or mildew problems.
